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Instructions: 
1. Decide on a character.
2. Cut out and trace the mask onto construction paper or a paper bag (or use this one).
4. Decorate the mask with any materials you like (paint, crayons, feathers, yarn, glitter glue).
5. Put tape over the holes and then use a hole punch to make 2 holes on each side.
6. String yarn through the holes and tie a knot on each side.
5. Put on the mask.
6. Act out a story or nursery rhyme.
